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Do You Have Mountains Facing You? 
This is almost a rhetorical question in 
the fact that there is always something 
in your way.  Today, more than ever, 
you need to be saturated with and 
armed with God’s Word.  Here are four 
areas to strengthen you:  
1) Jesus, teaching His disciples, told 
them “to say unto the mountain”, not 
just to speak, but to speak with the    
authority of your covenant.  Speak 
God’s Word, and the enemy cannot 
stand up against you. 
2) Believe what you speak.  Paul said,        
“I believe, therefore I speak”.  To make 
both of these real in your life, you must 
meditate in the Word of God with the 
assurance that it is the Word of God. 
3) Be persistent, constant in your     
confession of God’s Word.  Give the 
enemy no place in your thought life or 
in conversation.  Your continual,     
constant confession of the Word of God 
is like unto the repetitious striking of a 
rock.  It will break; your mountain will 
move.    
4) Forgive anyone of any offense you 
may be holding on to.  Unforgiveness is 
a large hindrance to your victorious 
destiny. 
Jesus taught us even in the Lord’s 
Prayer that our freedom and forgive-
ness is reflected, released or stymied by 
our own actions concerning releasing      
forgiveness. 
Your destiny is too important for you to 
lose it over a hurt or misunderstanding. 
Rise Up, Forgive, Believe God’s Word 
Confess it and your destiny.  Be persis-
tent.  Father God is.  He never leaves us 
nor forsakes us.  Jeremiah 29:11       
declares He only thinks good thoughts 
toward you - thoughts of hope with   

future and victory.

You were born for 
this day.  Choose to shine and live BIG  
in Christ Jesus.

I bowed and sat down 
as I heard cheering, sarcastic foot 
stomping and applause.

Purpose: Design, end, intention—a 
proposal, to plan and fashion skillfully 
and to assign.  
What God purposed for you to       
perform was not suddenly thought 
about in a moment of emotion or   
passion, but it was planned, fashioned 
skillfully with preliminary sketches 
and plans WITH YOU IN MIND. 
God doesn't want anyone else to do 
what He fashioned for you to do     
because before He designed the     
purpose—HE DESIGNED YOU. He 
fashioned you!  
Jeremiah 1:5, "Before I fashioned/
formed you in the womb, I knew you; 
before you were born I sanctified you, 
I ordained you a prophet to the        
nations."

Most people do not know what they're 
good at simply because they have    
seldom been praised for their attempts. 
Nothing is more motivating than being 
told how well you did something.    
Remember every great artist was first 
an amateur. Motivation is what gets 
you started and then motivated habit is 
what keeps you going.  
Living in Los Angeles and being     
surrounded by people who are success 
driven, I have come to realize that most 
men are trying to become men of    
success and not men of value. They 
have greed motivated desires. There 
are also a lot of mechanical profession-
als, and not only in the entertainment 
industry but in the pulpits of churches.  
Don't forget that you have something 
"beyond the ordinary" deep inside of 
you and to discover that does not take 
much in terms of intuition. During 
your life, people will attempt to guide 
you along the "ordinary" path in order 
to get you to "fit in" or be accepted by 
the populace, however, remember you 
have to connect with something      
fundamental to your sense of identity, 
purpose and well-being. What are you 
apt to be, to do?  
Recently while teaching a class, I was 
telling my students how important it is 
to know who you are before you can 
discover what you can do. I told them 
that when God communicated with 
Adam in the Garden, He was nourish-
ing Adam and Eve with the words that 
proceeded out of His mouth and also 
giving them dominion. How was God 
giving them dominion? By informing 
them of the domain that existed within 
them. The more you discover yourself, 
the righteous you, the more dominion 
you have.  
Never stop searching for more of you. 
There is more to you than meets your 
eye! When you discover a gift or talent 
that you have, which was hidden or  
undiscovered, you have increased your 
ability to conquer and to accomplish 
things in life. The Kingdom of God is 

inside of you but how much of that 
Kingdom (domain) are you manifest-
ing? Is it 20%, 50%? The more you   
discover, the more you can show. What 
you comprehend you can apprehend. 
When God speaks to you it's usually 
about you. Read the Scriptures and 
you'll see how concerned God is about 
you discovering more about you.  
You don't know who you are until you 
know what you can do and you don't 
know what you can do until you know 
who you are.  
John 1:29, "The next day John saw    
Jesus coming toward him, and said, 
'Behold! The Lamb of God who takes 
away the sin of the world!'" 
God speaks to Jesus through John the 
Baptist and from Heaven and reveals 
who He is and what He can do. 
IDENTITY: You are My beloved Son 
in whom I am well pleased. 
DESTINY: You are the Lamb who 
takes away the sin of the world. 
Aptitude-Attitude 
An aptitude is a natural facility for 
something; an intuitive feel or a grasp of 
what that thing is, how it works and 
how to use it in your life. Some people 
have a natural feel for dance, others for 
telling stories and others for economics 
and math. This applies to music, sports, 
poetry or politics. Then it can be highly 
specific—not music in general but jazz 
or rap, not science but biochemistry, not 
track and field but the long jump.

I slowly stood up and waved in the hope 
that I had inadvertently achieved some-
thing unbeknownst to me. The voice 
heightened in pitch and announced, 
"Congratulations. You have broken a 
record at Muir College by achieving the 
lowest math points ever in our history -
